Who Needs To Sign
In filing a small claims lawsuit, certain plaintiffs MUST sign the Plaintiffs Claim.
Below is a list of guidelines to help you determine which plaintiffis) must sign the form,

If there is only one plaintfT designated as an Individual, then he or she must sign.

Each Individual plaintiff must sign. 17 the plaintiffs include & husband and wife, then only one needs to sign.
For Minors, all minors and their gunrdian ad litems must sign.

For each plaintiff that is an Asseciation, one employee from cach association marst sign.

For each plaintiff that 15 & Corporation, one employee from each corporation must sign.

For ench plaintif¥ that is an Other Entity, one employee from each entity must sign.

Forr ench plaintiff that is a Parinership, only one of the pariners from cach partnership miust sign.

IF there is & plainiiff that is a Govemnment Agency, then one employee from that agency must sign.

Filing Fee
If you have not filed more than 12 small claims lavwsuits in the last 12 months and:

Y owr filing claim is 1,500 or less, the filing fee = $30.00,
¥ owr filing claim is more than 51,500, but less than or equal to 55,000, the filing fee is $50.00.
